Current News from the classes at Surlingham

Chestnuts

In the last few weeks we have really
delved deep into our topic 'Fantasy'.
We have looked at many mythical
creatures throughout our Talk4Writing
and Topic sessions. The children have
loved being able to use their own
creations and further developed their
ideas after | earning about 'Hybrid'
animals within the Norwich Castle trip.
From this exploration of mythical
creatures we have created our very
own Andy Warhol art piece. We
originally painted our chosen mythical
creature in black, and used this original
to make 4 copies. We then choose 4
bright colors to paint the background
giving it a beautiful effect. Once these
are compl eted with a bo rder we will be
inviting parents in to view our art
gallery.

Reception have also loved exploring
different mythical creatures and this
week have been re -telling stories of
Yeti's, dragons and trolls. They also
created their own Yeti character using
cotton wool and paper plates. They
look brilliant!

Hawthorn

Recently in Hawthorn class
we have been continuing our
rainforests inquiry project.
We have been using this
topic to write persuasively,
convincing others that the
rainforests need to be
protected. We have
developed sophisticated
persuasion skills includin g
writing catchy slogans and
distinguishing between fact
and opinion.

This has linked well with our
science topic of animals and
their habitats where we have
been investigating animal
classification. We have found
out that the plant kingdom
consists of four main groups:
mosses, ferns, conifers and
flowering plants and are now
going to find out how to
classify different types of
animal.

Willow

In Willow class we have been discussing
the concept of objectivity, and whether
points of view can ever be o bjectively
right or wrong. By studying a range of
text types in English, and by researching
literature about our National Health
Service in History, we are discovering
how opinions can often be presented as
fact, and how facts can be manipulated to
support a variety of opinions. The
children have held a formal debate about
the pros and cons of the NHS and are
now considering their vocabulary and
grammar choices to produce a balanced
discussion text, based on their findings.
On a more musical note, we have s tarted
weekly music sessions in which we are
studying the history of music since the
end of World War 2. We will focus on
different musical genres each week and
will discuss what the genres reveal about
the changes in British culture over the
last 75 years.
